A: No. We sell through a dealer network to ensure excellent sales ond service of our product. In fact,
becouse many states and provinces legolly require certoin checks be performed by the retailing dealer, you
connot even toke delivery of the factory. Arangements con be mode through your local denler, however,
to take delivery ot our local Kitchener dealer, or one in New York state or Michigon.

Q: “Can a U.S. resident buy in Canada?”
A A US. resident needs a Roadtrek built to U.S. spedfications. Canadian unifs are nat built to U.S.
specifications.

Q: “Why do Roadtreks cost more than some dass 'C’ motorhomes and low end class ‘A’s?
Why don’t they cost less, considering the size difference?”

A: Roodtreks are more expensive to build because of their higher costs of manufacturing the “exterior shell”, building
on the inside, adopting to unusual shapes, and working with limited spoce.

Q0: “Why is it more expensive to manufacture the ‘exterior shell’ of a Roadtrek?”

A: Many class ‘C’ motothomes consist of on incomplete chossis cab and rail to which a flat floor, straight fibergloss
walls ond flot roof are odded. A Roodtrek starts with a complete van body from which the roof is removed ond
replaced with o higher molded fibergloss roof. Also o section of the floor is removed ond reploced with o custom
lowered floor. Other addifional modificotions are also required, but these two are the most fime consuming.

Q: “Why is it more expensive to build from the inside of a Roadtrek?”
A: With most class “C's, the interior is installed first from the outside with the walls and roof added ofter. This is less
costly than Roadtreks which must be built within the confines of the exterior.

Q: “How do ‘unusual shapes” and working within limited space increase the cost of a
Roadtrek?”

A: Itis much ecsier to adopt interior cabinets and components to the squore fibergloss “box” of a closs “C’ than to the
unusual curved shape of the Roadtrek’s interior. In addition, it is more difficult to get all the equipment to fit
comfortably within the limited space of o Roadtrek and, when off the shelf items are not suitable, it's

often more expensive to get custom made or modified components such os woter tanks and LP gos tanks.

(@: “Is the water system designed for winter use?”

A: The fresh water tank ond lines and water heater should not be used in below freezing temperatures.
However, you can still use the sink and toilet by corrying o fresh water supply inside the vehicle ond using
RV onfifreeze in the block and grey woter tanks.

Q: "Is the Dodge available with a diesel engine?”
A: No. The Cummins turbo diesel that is available in Dodge pickups is too lorge for the engine bay of the
Dodge van.

0: “Can it be built to accommodate o wheel chair?”
A: Although o wheel chair lift is not ovailoble from Home & Park, your Roadtrek can be built with o level
floor and ane or more seats removed fo occommodate installation by an after morket company.

Q: “Can the generator run the air conditioner and microwave at the same time?”
A: Yes, os long s you stort the air condifioner first.
